SUMMER EXEC BOARD MEETING, JULY 17, 2010

In Attendence: Alan Martinson, Terry Ruby, Jim Martel, Hugh Jacobs, Daniel Bertram, Duke Guthrie, Mike Bottoms, Brad Bluemer.
Minutes from the spring meeting: Reviewed by members. Motion to accept from Terry Ruby, Second Brad Bluemer. Motion passed.

Treasures report: Postponed to fall meeting. Some discussion about having a budget for IAWCS. This would be a simple budget and just show where the IAWCS funds would be obligated for the upcoming year. Have this as a topic for the fall meeting.
INVASIVE SPECIES COUNCIL REP: There have been no meetings scheduled recently. Discussion about the boat stickers and wash stations. Amy is on medical leave and Dan Safford is covering. General consensus is that County support for the program is lacking, another unfunded mandate. The question was asked “Do we (IAWCS) still need to be involved?” and the answer is yes we do. Brad can attend 2 meeting per year and is willing to do that. Jim Martel will go to any meeting that Brad B can’t make. So IAWCS will have a seat at the table.
COST SHARE REP: Daniel Bertram has done his 2 years. Terry Lee has 1 year to go. Dave Hallinan is the alternate. Logan Brower agreed to be the new cost share rep, but he is no longer the Custer Co Weed Supt. Discussion about ISDA funding travel expenses for the cost share reps. Duke Guthrie agreed to be the rep if he is not responsible for any travel expenses. If he will have to pay for travel, he can not do it. Terry Ruby agreed to be the rep if Duke can’t do it. Daniel Bertram will check with Matt Voile about travel reimbursement and what ISDA will do.

LIA: Mitch Whitmill is interested in attending LIA. Daniel Bertram moved to pay ½ of LIA tuition for Mitch. Seconded by Duke Guthrie. Motion passed.
IAC: Kali talked at the IAC meeting in Twin Falls. Copy of her talk was available if anyone wanted to look at it. Being an affiliate of IAC we will continue to ask to be on their future meeting agendas.
STRATEGIC PLAN: Each region should continue to look at their respective section of the Strategic Plan. With the late spring, and some areas not represented, it was felt this should be discussed more at the fall meeting. Also we should allocate some time at the winter meeting to discuss the plan. If needed, look at a conference call in Jan to finalize.

WINTER MEETING: Will be at the Holiday Inn in Boise on Feb 28 and March 1, 2010.

Suggested topics for the meeting: Geocaching and weeds (Ada Co.). NPDES depending on where it is at. Jim Martel to talk with EPA on a possible speaker. Jeffrey and Bryce to talk about the Mussel issue they talked about at the spring meeting. Also if anyone else has an incident this summer involving mussels. Joey Milan and Roger Batt with a “what’s new” talk. Their talks have been basically the same for the last few years. This was some of the comments from last winters meeting evaluations. Also from the evaluations were lots of good comments about the equipment display. Discussion about pictures or videos showing off your equipment. The IAWCS website would be a good place to start doing this. Some discussion about calibration, both bakpaks and ATV / UTVs. Doing a video on how to calibrate and putting it on YouTube was brought up.
Alan M will send Daniel his sheet on how to calibrate bakpaks and ATVs and Daniel will post it on the IAWCS website. Also some more on GIS and Mapping for the winter meeting. 

IDAHO PROSECUTING ATTORNY’S ASSOC (IPAA):  Kali has not heard back from IPAA on speaking at their summer meeting. We need to get on their winter meeting agenda, Hugh Jacobs said we need to be on the civil track. Hugh agreed to talk at the IPAA winter meeting if IAWCS can get on the agenda.
PERMANENT FUNDING FOR NOXIOUS WEEDS: Suggestion made to look at Montana and Wyoming funding models, as they have permanent funding in place already. Daniel Bertram felt that IAWCS needs to support only 1 source of permanent funding, not several sources.  Discussion on how to get support from the legislators to move forward with this. Also who we can partner with, ISDA, IWCA, Etc. Would our ideas for perm funding be what they want? Discussion about how to disperse the funds so as much money as possible gets on the ground and not tied up in admin fees. Alan Martinson passed out the vehicle license numbers from the ITD website. A $1.00 per vehicle registration would generate approx $1.5 million annually. Discussion about starting Weed Management Districts, like fire or cemetery districts. Getting on the Green Energy bandwagon and the tire tax were also brought up. It was decide to explore the following ideas further and report at the fall meeting: Alan Martinson – license fees for vehicles, ATVs, campers, trailers, etc. Hugh Jacobs – Weed Management Districts. Daniel Bertram – Tire Tax. 

FALL MEETING: The Fall meeting is scheduled for September 28, 2010 at Dworshak Dam near Orofino ID. More info to come as we get closer to the date. Alan will need a list of who will be attending by Aug 6, 2010 so it can be forwarded to the Corp of Engineers.
